Eaton Hill Wildlife Sanctuary, located in the heart of Sonora,
preserves the natural history of the western Hill Country and
the Chihuahuan Desert.

Born of the vision of local residents and benefitting from
community-wide volunteer efforts, this 37-acre nature park
offers over 3 miles of hiking trails, showcasing a diverse arrary
of plant and wildlife. Visitors can enjoy hiking, bird watching,
marine fossils preserved in the limestone rocks, a Native
American replicated dwelling, the Outlaw Trail, peaceful
solitude, and wide vistas of the surrounding area. You will
discover several picnic nooks among the shaded rock bluffs, a
cactus garden, watering pools, and birding stations, as well as
Old Glory flying atop the hill, dedicated to the heroes of 911.

Eaton Hill also offers educational opportunities, serving as
an outdoor science lab, art classroom, or field trip destination
for area students.
